merkezinde, Biiytikcekmece Golii'niin Marmara Denizi ile birlestigi noktada yer almaktadir.

Bir koprii ve kervansaraydan meydana gelen killiyeye, Kanunimin éliimiinden sonra, Sokollu
Mehmet Pasa tarafindan bir kii¢iik mescit eklenmistir. Padisah, képriiniin bagindaki kamusal
cesmeyi, Zigetvar seferine cikmadan evvel mimarbasina siparis etmistir.

. .. .. .. Marmara Denizi ile Biiytikcekmece Golimi
2 SULTAN SULEYMAN KOPRUSU birlestiren bogazin tizerinde insa edilmistir.
Osmanli déneminde Rumeli'ye yapilan seferlerin ¢cogunda bu koprii tizerinden gecilmistir.
Mimar Sinan eserlerinin listesini veren Tezkiretii'l Biinyan'da Sinan, bu abidevi eserden biiytiik
bir 6vgiyle bahsetmektedir.

. . Kitabesi olmayan mescidin,
3 SOKOLLU MEHMET PASA MESCIDi kiilliyenin diger eserleriyle birlikte,
1566 - 1568 yillarinda, yapilmis oldugu tahmin edilmektedir. Biyytikcekmece Kopriisi'niin
basindaki mescit, Veziriazam Sokollu Mehmet Paga'nin kimligini Stileyman’in anisiyla
kaynastirmaktadir.

Kuzey cephesinden saga kaydirilmis bir kapi ile 9,50 x 7 m élctisiindeki harime girilir. Yapi,
kervansarayda oldugu gibi, bir sira kesme kiifeki tasi ve iki sira tugla dizinden insa edilmistir.
Mescit, i¢ten diiz ahsap tavanla oértiilmustir. Eskiden kirma ¢atiyla kapl olan yapi, son
onarimla birlikte, disaridan kursun bir ¢atiyla értiilmiistiir. 1980l yillarin sonlarinda ahsap
son cemaat yeri, kapali hale dontstirialmistir.

. . Kervanlarin ve yolcularin 6zellikle yaz
4 SULTAN SULEYMAN CESMESI aylarinda killiyeye girer girmez ugradiklari
ilk yap1 hi¢ stiphesiz ktlliyenin hayat pinar1 olan Sultan Stileyman Cesmesi'dir. Avrupa
yoniinden geliste meydanin hemen solunda yolcular: karsilar ve susuzluklarini gidererek
onlara hayat verir. Sokullu Mehmet Pasa Mescidinin hemen 6niine mermerden insa edilmis
olan ¢esme, tistindeki kitabeye gore 1566 yilinda yapilmistir.

5 MIMAR SINAN KOPRUSU Biiytikcekmece’den sonra en heybetli olanidir. Sinan
bu kopriiyti Osmanl ordularinin Balkan seferlerine gecisi icin tasarlamis olsa da kopriiniin
bedeni otomobilden agir vasitaya kadar her tirlit motorlu aracin ytukanit 2006 yili sonuna
kadar tasimistir. Képri 1982-1985 yillar: arasinda Karayollar: Genel Mudurlaga tarafindan
onarilarak, 1s1klandirilmigtir. 2006 y1li sonunda ise ara¢ trafigine kapatilmistir.

SEMIZ ALI PASA CAMII Ali Pasa tarafindan Marmara Ereglisi'ne yaptirilan

caminin Mimar Sinan’a ait oldugu bilinmektedir. Mimar Sinan’in ‘sakifli cami’ denemeleri
icerisinde 6rnek tegkil eden eser, ahsap direklerle ayakta tutulan sade bir son cemaat yerine

ve daha ¢cabuk ve ucuza mal edilebilen ahsap catiya sahiptir. Sonraki dénemlerde neredeyse
bagtan yapilircasina onarimlar geciren Semiz Ali Paga Camii, gintimtizde Sinan etkisinden
uzak bir portre cizmektedir.

Corlu

7 SOKOLLU MEHMET PASA KOPRUSU Tezkiretii'l-Ebniye'de “Marmara’da
merhum Mehmed Pasa Koprust” diye

anilmigtir. Képru Veziriazam Sokollu Mehmet Pasa tarafindan Mimar Sinan’a yaptirilmistir.

Ancak yapilis tarihi bilinmiyor. Corlu’dan Marmaracik koytne giden eski yolun tizerindedir.

Corlu suyu stiinde yer almistir. Giiniimiizdeki Istanbul-Edirne karayolunun kuzeyinde kalan

koprii, bu yoldan gecerken goriilebilecek mesafededir.

Koprii, mimari 6zellikler acisindan Edirne Saray Kopristi ve Sinan’in diger képriileriyle
benzerlikler tagimaktadir. Korkuluk baslangiclarinda bulunan baba taglar: diger bir Mimar
Sinan eseri olan Alpullu’'daki Sinanlh Képriisii ile aynidir.

Tekirdag
8 RUSTEM PA$A KULLIYESi Veziriazam Ristem Pasa tarafindan 16. ytzyilin
son yarisinda Mimar Sinan’a yaptirilmis bir
killiyedir. Kulliye oldukca genis bir alana yayilmis olup, cami, medrese, kervansaray, imaret,
hamam ve kiitiphaneden olusan genis bir komplekstir. Mimar Sinan’in eserlerinin zikredildigi
tezkirelerde cami, medrese, kervansaray ve imaretin ad1 gegmektedir. Diger yapilarin daha
sonraki donemlerde eklenmis olmasi muhtemeldir. Maalesef cami disinda diger yapilardan
saglam olam yoktur.

Veziriazam Riistem Pasga tarafindan 1552-1553 yillar: arasinda
Mimar Sinan’a yaptirilmistir. Kiilliye bir tepe tizerine uygun
yerlestirilmis ancak cami daha ytiksek tutulmustur. Cami, medrese, kiittiphane, bedesten,
kervansaray, hamam ve imaret yapilarindan giiniimiizde sadece cami, bedesten ve medresenin
birkac parcasi gelebilmistir. Mimar Sinan'in eserlerinin kayith oldugu kitaplarda katiiphane,
bedesten ve hamama deginilmez; bu yapilarin daha sonraki zamanlarda killiyeye eklendigi
diustnalar.

RUSTEM PASA CAMIi

Muntazam kesme tastan insa edilen caminin harimi kare planhdir ve {izeri tromplarla gecilen
bir kubbeye oturur. Minberi mermerden yapilmis olmasi hasebiyle 6nemli bir yere sahiptir.
Caminin tek serefeli klasik bir minaresi bulunur. Nesih hath bir kitabede caminin 1841 yilinda
Sultan Abdiilmecid tarafindan restore edildigi anlasilmaktadir.

Liileburgaz
9 SOKOLLU MEHMET PASA KULLIYESI Kirklareli'nin Liileburgaz Ilcesinin
merkezinde yer alan bu menzil
kulliyesi, 1569-70 tarihinde yaptirilmistir ve klasik donem Osmanl menzil killiyelerinin en
buyugudir. Kiilliye, cami, medrese, sibyan mektebi, kervansaray, imaret ve tabhanelerden
olusan genis bir alana yayilmistir. Killiyenin ana omurgasi ise biitiin yapilar: etrafinda
toplayan arastadir. 59 dikkandan olusan dénemine gore oldukga biiytik olan arasta kulliyenin
en 6nde gelen yapisidir. Etrafinda yer alan diger yapilarla oldukca simetrik bir diizene sahiptir.
Medrese ve sibyan mektebi gibi egitim yapilarinin, bir menzil kiilliyesi olmasina ragmen énde
tutulmasi baninin egitime verdigi 6nemi gostermektedir.

Kervan yolu tizerinde yer alan en 6nemli duraklardan biri olan killiye bu kompleks yapisi ile,
Liuleburgaz1 donemin sosyal ve ekonomik cazibe merkezi haline getirmistir.

Cami, Sokullu Mehmet Pasanin Liileburgaz’a
yaptirdig1 menzil killiyesinin bir yapisidir.
Eser, muntazam kesme tastan insa edilmistir. Harim kismi sagir bir kasnaga oturmus olan
kubbe disaridan dort kosede yer alan altigen agirlik kuleleriyle takviye edilmistir. Bu kulelerin
islevlerinin bulunmasinin yanminda yapiya bir hareketlilik de kattig1 soylenebilir. Caminin diger
hem cinslerinde pek goriilmeyen bir 6zelligi de ikili son cemaat yerine sahip olmasidir.

SOKOLLU MEHMET PASA CAMIi

Cami, zengin kalem isi siislemelerine sahiptir. Kubbenin gébeginde dénen hat yazis1 ilgi ¢eker.
Kubbenin oturdugu pandantiflerde hat yazilary, geometrik ve bitkisel bicimli kalem isleri
vardir. Caminin buitiin pencerelerinin kalem igleri ve hat yazilar: bulunmaktadir. Sadirvanin
kubbesinde oldukca yogun kalem isi siislemeler uygulanmistir.

10 SOKOLLU MEHMET PASA KOPRUSU Istanbul-Edirne yolu iizerinde yer

alan koprit Burgaz Deresi tizerine
yapilmistir. Sokollu Mehmet Pasa Kiilliyesi'nin bir parcas: oldugu diistintilen képriuntin 16.
yuzyilda Mimar Sinan tarafindan yapildig1 tahmin edilmektedir. Kalker cinsi kesme tastan
dort gozlii olarak insa edilmistir.

Uzunlugu yaklasik 84 metre, genisligi 6 metredir. Orta kemer aciklig1 8,5 metre olan koprinin
iki biiytik kemerinin arasinda kiigiik bir tahliye gozii vardir. Tag Koprii olarak da bilinen tarihi
kopri halen kullanilmaktadir.

11 . .. .. Gunumize kitabesi ulasmayan
SOKOLLU MEHMET PASA KOPRUSU ama Mimar Sinan’in tezkirelerinde
zikredilen koprinin uzunlugu 123 metredir. Sinanli Koprisii olarak da taninan bu yapinin
banisi Rumeli’'nde bir¢ok sehri ihya eden Sokollu Mehmet Pasa’dir ve yaklasik 400 yildir
kullanilan képraniin sahip oldugu mimari 6zellikler bakimindan ‘Anit Koépri’ unvanina sahip
oldugu ifade edilmektedir. Cok 6énemli bir yol giizergahi tizerinde yer alan koprii islevini hala
strdirmektedir.

Babaeski

12 SEMIZ ALQ PASA CAMIi Eserin kesin olmamakla birlikte 1561-1565 yillar
arasinda yapildig: tahmin edilmektedir. Cami olarak

bilinen yap1 aslinda Mimar Sinan’a yaptirilmig bir kiilliyenin parcasidir. Cami, arasta, medrese,

kervansaray gibi yapilarla bir kiilliye olarak tasarlanmig yapilar toplulugundan gintimiize

sadece cami yapisi ulagabilmistir. Digsaridan oldukca sade gortilen cami, icerde muhtesem bir

stisleme programina sahiptir.

Camide hig¢ bos yer birakilmadan neredeyse tium ytizeyler siislenmistir. Minare ¢cokgen gévdeli
olup serefesinin altinda mukarnas dolgulu bir siislemeyle bezenmistir. Caminin girisinde son
cemaat yerlerini tagiyan stitunlarin basliklarinda kullanmilan Trk ticgenleri ve mukarnas
stislemeleri dis cepheye hareket katan nadir stislemelerdendir. Son cemaat yerinin éniinde

yer alan cokgen planh sadirvan essiz kalem isi stislemelere sahiptir. Onun disinda yine stitun
baslarindaki Ttrk tiggenleri ve sivri kemerleri oldukca gosterislidir. Sadirvanin kubbesinde yer

alan kalem isi siisleme programi bitkisel ve geometrik olmasinin yaninda kubbe etegini dolagan
bir hat yazisina da sahiptir.

Havsa

1 3 KASIM PASA KULLIYESI Sokollu Mehmet Paga, kiilliyeyi Hersek sancak
beyi iken 6len oglu Kasim Paga adina yaptirmistir.

Havsa'da yer alan bu kulliye diger bir Mimar Sinan eseri olan Luileburgaz’daki menzil killiyesi

Sokollu Mehmet Pasa Killiyesi’yle benzerlik gosterir. Pasa, Rumeli'de bir¢cok yerlesim alanini

imar etmis ve diger bir¢cok imar faaliyetiyle bolgenin banisi olmustur. Giiniimiize bu koca

kiilliyeden sadece cami, hamam ve arastanin ortasinda bulunan dua kubbesi ulasabilmistir.

Cami muntazam kesme tagtandir. Caminin éniinde ti¢ kubbeli bir son cemaat yerinin varligi
zemindeki stitun izlerinden bilinmektedir. Daha sonradan onarilan son cemaat yeri ti¢
gozludur ve ¢ gozi de kubbeyle ortalmistir. Kubbeler pandantiflere oturmustur. Ta¢ kapinin
iki yaninda birer kap1 ve pencere yer almaktadir. Pencere ve kapi arasinda mihrapciklar
bulunmaktadir.

1 .. Caminin banisi Defterdar

4 DEFTERDAR MUSTAFA PASA CAMII Mustafa Paga, Kanuni Sultan
Stuleyman ve II. Selim zamanlarinda defterdarlik gorevinde bulunmustur. Sitti Sultan
Camiimin kuzeybatisinda yer alan caminin kitabesi bulunmadigindan kesin yapilis tarihi
bilinmemektedir. Mimar Sinan’in Selimiye’yi insa ettigi siralarda bu camiyi de yaptig1 tahmin
edilmektedir.

Hali hazirda bozulmus olmasina karsin yiiksek kubbesi, ince ve zarif minaresi, sade ve olgun
cepheleriyle Sinan’in bir eseri oldugu kendini hemen belli etmektedir. Tek kubbeli olarak
yapilan caminin kubbesi yliksekce bir kasnaga oturarak oldukca ihtisamh bir goriiniim
kazanmigtir. Caminin harim kismi almagik érgiiyle tanzim edilmigken, son cemaat yeri kesme
tastan insa edilerek eser hareketlendirilmistir. Son cemaat yerinin sag tarafinda yine kesme
tagtan ele alinan ince ve uzun minare ile biitinliik teskil etmektedir.

. Edirne’nin en gtizide eserlerinden Eski
15 RUSTEM PASA KERVANSARAYI Cami’nin arkasinda yer alan kervansaray,
Veziriazam Riistem Pasa tarafindan Mimar Sinan’a yaptirilmistir. Eser, tas ve tugla
kullanilarak insa edilmis almasik 6rgiili bir yapidir. Zamaninda koza satisi oldugu i¢in Koza
Han olarak da anilan yapi, biiytik ve kiictik han olarak bilenen iki boliimden olusmaktadir.

Eser diger Osmanl yapilarindan bir 6zelligiyle ayrilmaktadir. Yapildig: yerin sokaklarina
gore sekillenen yapi, bu yoniiyle Memluk yapilarina benzemektedir. Mekanlarin kisitli olmasi
sebebiyle boyle bir uygulama Osmanl eserlerinde pek karsimiza ¢ikmamaktadir. Ancak
cevresine gore sekillenmesine ragmen yapinin geometrik diyebilecegimiz bir diizeni vardir.

Edirne sehir merkezinde bircok tarihi eser ile birlikte bir buittinliik arz etmektedir. Bedesten
ve Eski Cami ile birlikte Osmanli Edirne’sinin tarihi merkezini stisleyen kervansaray, Sinanin
6nemli yapilarindan biridir. 1972 yiinda kapsaml bir onarimla otele dontistiiriilen yap1 1980
yilinda Aga Han Mimarhk Odali'ni kazanmistir.

16 . . Edirne sehir merkezinde Uc Serefeli Cami’ye cok
CEDIT ALI PASA GARSISI yakin bir konumda insa edilen ¢arsinin banisi,
Trakya'da Mimar Sinan’a bircok eser insa ettiren Semiz Ali Paga’dir. Istanbul'daki Kapali
Carsr’'nin bir benzeri olarak kabul edilen carsi, aslinda iki tarafi ditkkanlarla kapl bir arastadur.
Carsinin alt1 kapisi bulunmaktadir.

Tezkuretul Enbiye’de zikredildigi icin bu yap1, Mimar Sinan’a aittir. Ancak kitapta bu yap1

Ali Paga Carsis1 ve Kervansaray: olarak kaydedilmistir. Su anda kervansaraya ait bir bilgi
bulunmadigindan kervansarayin planlandigi ancak insa edilmedigi sonucuna varilabilir. Semiz
Ali Paga bu carsiy1 Babaeski'deki kiilliyesine gelir getirmesi amaciyla yaptirmistir. Carsi, on
altinci ve on yedinci asrin canl ticaret merkezlerinden biri olmustur.

1'7 SOKOLLU MEHMET PASA HAMAMI 0 /2 Sokollu Mehmet

Paga tarafindan Mimar Sinan’a
yaptirilan hamam, giiniimiizde tarihsel dokusunu koruyan ender hamam yapilarindan en
buyugi kabul edilmektedir. Hamam kadinlar ve erkekler bolumii olmak tizere iki bolumden
olustugu i¢in Cifte Hamam olarak da tin yapmistir. Yapi tas ve tugladan almasik orgtiden ileri
gelmektedir. Revaklar yine tas ve tugladan iken orta 6gesinde tugla tercih edilmistir. Yapinin ic
boliimlerinde kullanilan ana malzeme ise mermerdir.

18 YALNIZGOZ KOPRUSU Sultan II. Selim tarafindan, Tunca nehri tizerinde 1567
yilinda Mimar Sinan’a yaptirilmistir. Sehir merkezi

ile II. Beyazid Kiilliyesi'ni birbirine baglayan kopriilerden biridir. IT. Beyazid Kopriisit‘ne ek

olarak kesme tastan yapilan kopri, tek kemerli olup, kemer acikligi 6,6 metredir. Tek kemerli

ve tek gozlii olusundan 6ttri bu adla amlmaktadir. Su tagkinlar: nedeniyle 1611 yilinda zemin

yiikseltilip, sularin akis hizini saglamak icin ¢ok kemerli tictincii bir gecis eklenmistir. Eklenen

bu tictincti bolimiin dogusunda Hanim Sarayl Bahcesi adi verilen bir gezi yeri bulunmalktayda.

1 9 ADALET KASRI Osmanli'min kudretli padisahi Kanuni Sultan Stleyman’in

emriyle Mimar Sinan’a yaptirilan Adalet Kasri, Edirne Saray-1
Hiimayun i¢inde yer alan kule ve tizerindeki kasirdan olusur. Muntazam kesme tastan insa
edilmis kare planli eser, kalin ve saglam duvarlara sahiptir.

Doénemin Divan-1 Himayun'u, Bakanlar Kurulu ve Yargitay’i, olarak kullanilan kulenin,

ilk katinda serbethane bulunurken, ikinci katinda ise divan katiplerinin gorev yaptig1
bilinmektedir. Istanbul'daki Topkap Sarayr'nin énciisii olan Edirne Saray1’nda yer alan kasir,
Topkap1 Sarayi'ndaki Adalet Kulesinin bir modelidir.

2 O . . .. .. Kanuni Koprisu saray1 sehre baglayan ve Kanuni Sultan
KANUNI KOPRUSU Siileyman’in emriyle Mimar Sinan’a yaptirdigina inanilan
kopradir. Saray Koprisi olarak da tin salmastir.

Kopru dort gozla ve sivri kemerlidir. Ortadaki iki goz daha buytk tutulmus yanlar daha kiiguk
tutularak hareket saglanmistir. Kopraniin uzunlugu 60 metre kadardir. Kopri muntazam
kesme tastan insa edilmistir. Koprii gintimiizde oldukca iyi bir durumdadir ve gecirdigi
bagarili restorasyonlarla klasik 6zelliklerini korumaktadir.

21 SELIMIYE - SULTAN II. SELIM KULLIYESI ¢ 2in kent merkesinde
: yiksekce bir tepe tizerinde

yer alan killiye cami, dariilhadis ile dartilkurra medreseleri ve sibyan mektebinden olusur.

Kervansaray, tabhane ve imareti yoktur. Kiilliyenin bat1 yéontinde bulunan ve III. Murat

tarafindan Mimar Davud Aga’ya yaptirilan arasta, kiilliyeye sonradan eklenmistir. Eski sarayin
oldugu Kavak Meydani'nda olan kiilliye, sehir merkezindeki Eski Cami ve Uc Serefeli Cami’ye
yuriime mesafesindedir.

Sultan II. Selim tarafindan Mimar Sinan’a yaptirilan ve Mimarbas: Sinan’in ‘ustalik eserim’
dedigi anitsal yap1, Osmanli-Trk sanatinin ve diinya mimarlik tarihinin bagyapitlarindandir.
Eser, hem mimari tistinligti hem de tasidigl sembolik deger ve énemle devrinin ¢ok 6tesine
gecmis, diinyaya mal olmus bir ¢calismadir. Bu ytizden cami, 2011 yiinda UNESCO Dinya
Kiltiir Listesi'ne alinmstir. (Liste Referans No: 1366)

Edirne'nin ve Osmanh Imparatorlugunun simgesi olan cami,
kentin merkezinde, eskiden Saribayir ve Kavak Meydani denilen
yere konumlanmigtir. Sultanin boyle ulu bir eseri bagkent olan Istanbul yerine eski bagkent
Edirne’ye yaptirmasi, pek alisik olunmayan bir usul olsa da bir¢ok tarihci bunda bazi incelikler
oldugunu ifade etmislerdir.

SELIMIYE CAMii

Mesela, Edirne’ye bdyle bir caminin yapilmasi oranin Tirk kalmasinin miithriu olarak kabul
edilmistir. Nitekim sonraki ytizyillarda imparatorlugun basina gelen hadiseler bu diistinceyi
dogrulamis, Edirne adeta psikolojik bir hat olarak Turklerin elinde kalmistir.

Bir tepe tizerinde yer alan Selimiye Camii'nde daha 6nce hichir camide goriilmemis bir teknik
kullanilmistir. Daha 6nceki kubbeli yapilarda, asil kubbe kademeli yarim kubbelerin tizerinde
yikselmesine ragmen, Selimiye Camii 43,25 metre ytksekliginde, 31,28 metre capinda, tek bir
kubbe ile értalmustiir. Kubbe 8 siituna dayanan bir kasnak tizerine oturtulmustur. Kasnak,

fil ayaklaria 6 metre genisliginde kemerlerle baghdir. Sinan, bu sekilde orttiigt ic mekana
verdigi genislik ve ferahlikla birlikte mekanin bir kerede kolayca anlasilmasini saglar. Kubbe
ayni zamanda caminin dig géruniisintin ana hatlarini da belirler.

Caminin dort kosesinde 70 metre uzunlugunda, ticer serefeli dért minare ytikselir. Yakindan
uzunluklar1 dikkat cekmeyen ve kubbeye gore alcak goriinen minareler uzaktan bakilinca
daha iyi fark edilebilmektedir. Bu minarelerin ikisinin serefelerine ¢ farkl yoldan
cikilabilmektedir. Yapinin ici dsneminin en 6zel teknigi ile tiretilen Iznik ¢inileriyle siisliidiir.

SULTAN II. SELIM DARULHADISi Selimiyenin iki medresesinden biridir.

Selimiye Dartilhadisi olarak da taninan yapi,
Sultan II. Selim Kiilliyesi'nin bir parcasidir. Caminin gineydogusunda yer alan medresenin
cami ile birlikte 1569-1575 yillar1 arasinda yapildigi kabul edilmektedir. Selimiye Kiilliyesi'nin
iki medresesinden ilk yapilamidir. Dartilhadis ve Darulkurra caminin kible duvari ardinda
dis avlu icinde yer almaktadir. 20. ytizyilda bir stire askeri cezaevi olarak kullanilmistir. 1954
yilindan sonra kéklii bir onarim gérmiis olan medrese, giintimiizde Tiirk Islam Eserleri Miizesi
olarak kullanilmaktadir.

SULTAN II. SELiM DARULKURRASI Selimiye’nin ikinci medresesi olan

Dartlkurra, Dartilhadis Medresesi
ile simetrik bir durumda caminin giineybat1 yéniinde, arastanin giiney ucuna bitisiktir.
Darulkurranin yapim tarihinin 1569-1575 yillar: arasinda olabilecegi kabul edilmektedir.
Dartlkurra dort kenarda donen revaklarla birlikte iki kol tizerinde L tipinde siralanan on
bir oda ve bir dershaneden olusur. Dartlkurra sozciik anlamiyla Kur'an egitimi veren yer
anlamina gelmektedir.

Dartilkurra’nin duvarlar: kesme tas ve tstii kursun kaphdir. Dartilkurra’ya mukarnash ve
kemeri renkli tastan bir kapidan girilmektedir. Avlu dért yonden tistleri kursun kapl ve sivri
kemerli revaklarla cevrilmistir.

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A Journey From
One Capital to Another

Mimar Sinan, invites you to discover his
works in Trakya.

With this map, departing from Biytikcekmece, just one
stop away from Topkap1 Palace in Istanbul, the capital of
the Ottomans, you are going to discover Sinan’s monuments
rising over the horizons of Trakya cities - Tekirdag,
Kirklareli and Edirne.

Sinan’s works, the least or the most known ones, from Sultan
Suleyman Kiilliye to Riistem Pasha Caravansary, from Cedit
Ali Pasha Bazaar to Sokollu Mehmet Pasha Bridge, each one
is worth seeing to shed light on 16th century Thrace.

You can arrange a short and quick trip or visit all
monuments of Sinan in order to understand his genius
completely. While following the map, you will lose yourself
in the mists of time and rediscover Trakya, the gate of the
Empire to the Balkans.

Biiyiikcekmece
1 The kiilliye (social complex) is located in the
SULTAN SULEYMAN KULLIYE center of the Biiytikcekmece District at a

40-kilometer distance from Istanbul, at the point where the Buytukcekmece Lake and Sea of
Marmara unite.

A small mescid was added to the kiilliye which consists of a bridge and a caravansary,
commissioned by Sokollu Mehmet Pasha after the death of Stileyman the Magnificent. The
sultan had ordered the public fountain at the bridgehead to the chief architect before starting on
the Szigetvar campaign.

It was built on the strait which unites the Sea

2 SULTAN SULEYMAN BRIDGE ¢ Marmara with the Biiytikcekmece Lake.

This bridge was crossed over in the majority of the campaigns to Rumelia in the Ottoman Era.
Sinan talks about this structure with great praise in Tezkiretii'l Bunyan which lists the works of
Mimar Sinan.

It is assumed that the mescid which
3 SOKOLLU MEHMET PASHA MESCID has no epitaph was built in 1566 - 1568
with the other monuments of the kiilliye. The mescid at the bridgehead of the Biiytikgekmece
Bridge integrated the identity of the Grand Vizier Sokollu Mehmet Pasha with Stileyman’s
memory.

The sanctuary in the size of 9.50 x 7 m is entered via gate which was shifted to the right from its
northern facade. The structure was built of one row of cut-off limestone and two rows of brick
like the caravansary. The building which used to be covered with a hipped roof was covered
with a lead roof from the outside during the last repairment. The wooden last congregation
place was transformed into a closed space towards the end of the 1980s.

4 Caravans and passengers, especially in the
SULTAN SULEYMAN FOUNTAIN summer months, enter the mosque and first
visit the Sultan Siilleyman Fountain, which is undoubtedly the life spring of the kiilliye. On the
European side, on the left side of the square, the fountain meets and gives life to the passengers

by satisfying their thirst. The fountain, built in front of Sokullu Mehmet Pasha Mescid in
marble, was built in 1566 according to its inscription.

Silivri

5 MiMAR SINAN BRIDGE Among the bridges that Sinan made in Istanbul, it is the
most imposing one after Biiyiikcekmece. Sinan designed

this bridge for the Balkan expeditions of the Ottoman armies, but over the years until the end of

2006, the burden of the bridge has included cars to the heavy vehicles. The bridge was repaired

by the General Directorate of Highways between 1982-1985. At the end of 2006, the bridge was

closed to vehicular traffic.

Marmara Ereglisi
6 It is known that the mosque was commissioned by
SEMIZ ALI PASHA MOSQUE Semiz Ali Pasha who replaced the Grand Vizier

Riustem Pasha. The work, that is an example of 'wooden-roofed mosques' built by Mimar Sinan,
has a simple narthex and easy-to-construct and cost-effective wooden roof. Semiz Ali Pasha
Mosque was exposed to repairs and almost completely re-built over time, today it has lost its
original qualities.

Corlu
7 SOKOLLU MEHMET PASHA BRIDGE It is referred to as ‘Mehmet Pasha
Bridge in Marmara’ in Tezkiiretii'l-
Enbiye. It was built by Mimar Sinan upon the order of Sokollu Mehmet Pasha. However, the
exact date of construction is unknown. It is on the old Marmaracik-Corlu road. It spans over the
Corlu Stream. This bridge which is to the north of Istanbul-Edirne highway can be seen when
passing through this road. It has many similarities with Edirne Saray Bridge and other bridges
of Mimar Sinan. The king post stones on the railing tops are similar to the ones in the Sinanh
Bridge in Alpullu.

Tekirdag
8 RUSTEM PASHA KULLIYE The kiilliye was commissioned by Grand Vizier
Riistem Pasha in the last half of the 16th century
and spreads over a very large area and consists of a mosque, medrese, caravansary, almshouse,
hamam and a library. In collective biographies where the works of Mimar Sinan are cited,
only the mosque, medrese, caravansary and almshouse are mentioned. It is likely that other
structures were added in later periods. Unfortunately, no structure other than the mosque has
reached the present day.

It was commissioned by Grand Vizier Riistem Pasha
and built between 1552 - 1553. The complex was
conveniently placed upon a hill, but the mosque was kept on higher ground. Among the mosque,
the medrese, the library, covered bazaar, caravansary, hamam and the almshouse buildings; only
the mosque, covered bazaar and a few parts of the medrese have reached the present day. The
library, the covered bazaar and the hamam are not mentioned in the books where the works of
Mimar Sinan are recorded; thus it is believed that these structures were added to the complex
later.

RUSTEM PASHA MOSQUE

The sanctuary of the mosque built from regular cut stone has a square plan and lodged into a
dome held by tromps. Its minber is significant because it is made of marble. The mosque has a
classic minaret with a single balcony. According to an inscription with naskh calligraphy, the
mosque was restored by Sultan Abdiilmecid in 1841.

Liileburgaz
9 Located in the center of the
SOKOLLU MEHMET PASHA KULLIYE Luleburgaz District of Kirklareli, this

post complex was built in 1569-70 and it is the largest one among all classical period Ottoman
post complexes. The kiilliye spreads over a wide area consisting of a mosque, medrese, primary
school, caravansary, almshouse and a guest house. The main backbone of the kiilliye is the
bazaar that is in the middle of all the buildings. The bazaar composed of 59 shops which is quite
large compared to others at that time, is the most prominent structure of the kiilliye. It has a
highly symmetrical layout together with other structures around it. The fact that the kiilliye
features education buildings such as the medrese and the primary school, despite being a post
complex suggests that the commissioner of the building attached importance to education.

This sophisticated kiilliye, which was one of the most important stops on the caravan road,
turned Luleburgaz into a social and economic center of attraction.

The mosque is one of the structures of
the kiilliye built in Lialeburgaz upon the
order of Sokollu Mehmet Pasha. The building is made of regular cut stone. The dome, whose
sanctuary section is placed on a false pulley, is reinforced with hexagonal weight towers on the
four corners outside. Besides the functional purposes of these towers, it can be said that they
add dynamism to the structure. One characteristic of the mosque that is not often seen in other
similar examples is that it has a dual narthex. The mosque has rich hand-drawn ornaments.
The calligraphy work in the heart of the dome stands out. In the pendants on which the dome
is placed, there are calligraphies, geometrical and floral designs. All windows of the mosque
are adorned with hand-drawn works and calligraphies. The dome of the fountain is also heavily
decorated with hand-drawn works.

SOKOLLU MEHMET PASHA MOSQUE

10 SOKOLLU MEHMET PASHA BRIDGE It is located on Burgas Creek which
is on the Istanbul-Edirne route. It

is considered that the bridge is a part of the Sokollu Mehmet Pasha Kiilliye and was built in

the 16th century by Mimar Sinan. It was made of ashlar which is a type of lime stone and was

built with four niches. The length is about 84 meters, the width is about 6 meters. The space of

middle cincture length is 8.5 meters. Also known as Tas Koprii, the bridge is still used today.

Alpullu
11 SOKOLLU MEHMET PASHA BRIDGE . - - 8t Of the bridge which

does not have an inscription but
is mentioned in collection of biographies of Mimar Sinan is 123 meters. The commissioner
of this structure, also known as Sinanli Bridge, was Sokullu Mehmet Pasha who helped the
revival of many cities in Rumelia. The bridge that is in use for almost 400 years has the title of
‘Monument Bridge’ for its architectural features. The bridge is still in use today.

Bahaeski

12 SEMIZ ALI PASHA MOSQUE Although the date of construction of this work
is uncertain, it is estimated that it was erected

between the years of 1561-1565. The Semiz Ali Pasha Mosque actually used to be a part of a

complex built by Mimar Sinan. In fact, from the buildings designed as a complex including

structures such as a mosque, bazaar, medrese and a caravansary, only the mosque has survived

to this day.

The mosque, which looks quite simple from the outside, has a magnificent decorative plan
inside. Almost all interior surfaces are ornamented without leaving any space. The minaret

has a polygonal body and lower part of the minaret balcony is decorated with mugarnas-filled
ornaments. The Turkish triangles and mugarnas ornaments used in the titles of columns
carrying narthex at the entrance of the mosque are rare ornaments that add a dynamic feeling
to the exterior. The polygon-planned fountain in front of the narthex has unique hand-drawn
ornaments. Apart from these, the Turkish triangles and pointed arches at the top of the columns
are quite spectacular as well. The hand-drawn decoration plan on the dome of the fountain
includes floral-patterns and geometric calligraphy works circling around the dome.

Havsa
13 KASIM PASHA KULLIYE Sokollu Mehmet Pasha commissioned the complex
in memory of his son Kasim Pasha who passed
away when he was serving as a flag officer in Herzegovina. This complex in Havsa is similar to
Sokollu Mehmet Pasha Kiilliye in Lileburgaz, which is another work of Mimar Sinan. Pasha
built various residential areas in Rumelia and became the founder of the region with his other
numerous commissions. Only the mosque, the hamam and the prayer dome located in the
middle of the bazaar of this huge complex have reached the present day.

The mosque is made of a regular cut stone. The pillar traces on the floor indicate that a
three-domed narthex was present in front of the mosque. The narthex restored later has three
chambers, each of which covered with a dome. The domes are placed on pendants. On each side
of the crown door, there is a door and window. And there are small altars between the window
and the door.

Edirne

Defterdar Mustafa Pasha,
14 DEFTERDAR MUSTAFA PASHA MOSQUE . . .- =
mosque, served as provincial treasurer under Sultan Stileyman and Selim II. The exact date of
construction is not known as there is no inscription on the mosque that is on the northwest of
Sitti Sultan Mosque. However, it is believed that Mimar Sinan built this mosque in the same
period when he built Selimiye.

Despite the the changes to the mosque over time, the dome quickly reveals itself as an artwork
of Sinan with its fine and elegant minarets, simple and mature facades. The dome of the single-
domed mosque was placed on a high pulley, giving it a magnificent appearance.

While the sanctuary section of the mosque has walls built with alternating layers of stone and
brick, the narthex was constructed from cut stone, giving the building a sort of dynamism. It
forms an integrity with elegant and tall cut-stone minaret on the left side of narthex.

1 5 RUSTEM PASHA CARAVANSARY The caravansary, which is located behind

the Old Mosque and one of Edirne’s most
distinguished works, was built by Mimar Sinan upon the order of Grand Vizier Riistem Pasha.
Its walls are built with alternating layers of stone and brick. The building, which is also known
as Koza Han (Cocoon Inn) because cocoons used to be sold there, consists of two sections, which
are known as large and small inns.

The work is distinguished from other Ottoman constructions because of a specific
characteristic; the structure was shaped according to the streets where it was built, similar to
Mamluk structures in this respect. Because of the limited space, we do not see such application
in most of Ottoman structures. However, even though it is shaped according to its surroundings,
we can say that the building has a geometrical plan.

It forms an integral part of Edirne city center together with many other historical monuments.
The caravanserai that adorns the historical center of the Ottoman Edirne together with the
Covered Bazaar and the Old Mosque is one of the important structures built by Sinan.

The building, which was transformed into a hotel with extensive renovation in 1972, won the
Aga Han Architecture Award in 1980.

16 CEDIT ALI PASHA BAZAAR 'I"‘he commissioner of the bazaar built near the

Ug Serefeli Mosque in Edirne city center was
Semiz Ali Pasha who commissioned many other works to Mimar Sinan in Thrace. The bazaar,
which is regarded as a similar version of the Grand Bazaar in Istanbul, is actually a marketplace
including shops running along on both sides. The bazaar has six doors.

According to Tezkiuretl Enbiye, this building was designed by Mimar Sinan. However, it was
recorded as Ali Pasha Bazaar and Caravansary in this book. As now there is no information
about the caravansary, it can be concluded that the caravansary was planned but never built.
Semiz Ali Pasha commissioned this bazaar to create income for his complex in Babaeski. The
bazaar was one of the main trading centers of the sixteenth and seventeenth centuries.

17 SOKOLLU MEHMED PASHA HAMAM The hamam built by Mimar Sinan
in 1569 is considered to be the

largest bath structure preserved in its historical fabric today. The hamam is also known as Cifte

Hamam (Double Hamam) because it consists of two sections; the women’s and the men’s.

The building was constructed from alternating stone and brick layers. While the porches are
made of stone and brick, only brick was used for the roof. Inside the structure is clad with
marble.

18 YALNIZGOZ BRIDGE It was built by Mimar Sinan over the Tunca River by the

order of Selim IT in 1567. This bridge connects the complex
to the city center. The bridge is made of cut stone and similar to the Bayezid II Bridge, it has one
arch that spans 6.6 meters.

Its name means 'lonely eye' because it has only one arch. Because of overflows, the ground was
lifted up and a vital third passageway was added in 1611. There is a park named Hanim Sarayh
Garden to the east of this third passageway.
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10 ADALET KASRI - JUSTICE PAVILION .ot osn Putt by Mimar Sinan

- upon the order of Sultan Stileyman,
includes the tower located in Edirne Imperial Palace and the summer palace above it. The
structure has square-shaped plan and has thick and solid walls of regular cut stone.

It is known that there is a sherbethouse on the first floor of tower which was used as the Divan-1
Huimayun, Council of Ministers and the Supreme Court of the period. The council clerks
worked on the second floor. Located within the Edirne Palace that was the predecessor of
Topkap1 Palace, the Adalet Kasr1 was used as a model for the Adalet Tower in Topkap1 Palace.

2 0 It is the bridge that connects the palace to the city. It is believed
KANUNI BRIDGE to have been built by Mimar Sinan upon the order of Sultan
Stileyman and is also known as the Palace Bridge.

The bridge has four chambers and a pointed arch. The two chambers in the middle are designed
larger than the ones on the sides and thus a dynamic look is achieved. The length of the bridge
is 60 meters and it is made of regular cut stone. This bridge is in a very good condition today and
has preserved its classical features thanks to successful restorations.

21 SELIMIYE - SULTAN SELIM I KULLIYE oo oosdue comploxis

located on a high hill in
the city center of Edirne. It consists of dariilhadis, dartilkurra medreses and a primary school.
There is no caravansary, guest house or almshouse. The bazaar on the east of the complex was
commissioned by Murat IIT and built by Architect Davut Agha and later added to the complex.
The complex located in Kavak Square, where the old palace is located, is walking distance to the
0l1d Mosque and Ug Serefeli Mosque in the city center.

The monumental structure commissioned by Sultan Selim IT and built by Mimar Sinan and
defined as ‘my masterpiece’ by Architect Sinan is one of the masterpieces of Ottoman-Turkish
art and world architecture history. This is a world-renowned work of art that has gone beyond
its time with its architectural superiority and symbolic value and significance. Therefore, the
mosque was included in UNESCO World Heritage List in 2011. (List Reference No: 1366)

The mosque, which is the symbol of Edirne and the Ottoman
SELIMIYE MOSQUE Empire, is located in the center of the city, in a place formerly
called Saribayir and Kavak Square.

Although it was unconventional that Sultan ordered the construction of such great artifact in
the old capital Edirne, instead of the new capital Istanbul; according to many historians, such
practice has certain subtle implications. For example, building such mosque in Edirne helped
to secure and preserve Turkish qualities of Edirne. As a matter of fact, the events experienced
in the following centuries by Ottoman Empire confirmed this idea; and Edirne stayed under the
control of Turks almost as a psychological frontline.

In Selimiye Mosque located on a hill, a unique technique that had never been seen before

was employed. In the previous examples of domed structures, the main dome rises above the
stepped half domes, however, Selimiye Mosque is covered with a single dome, 43.25 meters in
height and 31.28 meters in diameter. The dome is mounted on a pulley based on 8 columns. The
pulley is connected to the elephant feet by 6-meter-wide arches. By covering the interior space
as so, Sinan gives it spaciousness and roominess and allows it to be perceived at once. The dome
also sets the outline of the exterior look of the mosques.

On the four corners of the mosque, 70-meter high minarets with three balconies rise. The
minarets, when seen from close-up appear shorter than the dome, can be seen better from

a distance. The balconies of the two minarets can be accessed by three different ways. The
mosque interior is decorated with Iznik tiles produced with the special techniques of the period.

The building, also known as Selimiye
Dartulhadis, is a part of the Sultan Selim

II Killiye. It is believed that the medrese to southeast of the mosque was built between 1569

and 1575 together with the mosque. It is the first one to be built among the other structures of
Selimiye complex and of the two medrese of the Selimiye Mosque. Dariilhadis and dariilkurra
are located in the outer courtyard behind the gibla wall of the mosque. It was used as a military
prison in the 20th century. The medrese, which had undergone a radical renovation after 1954, is
now being used as a Museum of Turkish-Islamic Artworks.

DARULHADIS OF SULTAN SELIM II

DARULKURRA OF SULTAN SELIM II The dariilkurra, the second medrese of

Selimiye, is in a symmetrical position
with the dariilhadis and is located in the southwest direction of the mosque, adjacent to the
south end of the bazaar. It is believed it was constructed between 1569-1575. Dariilkurra consists
of eleven rooms and one classroom, lined in an L shape along two arms, with the porches
turning around four corners. The word dariilkurra means the place where the Qur’an is taught.

Dariilkurra’s walls are covered with cut stone and the roof is covered with lead. Entrance
door of dariilkurraa has mugarnas decorations and an arch of colored stone. The courtyard is
surrounded on four sides by lead-covered and pointed arched porches.

22 TASLIK MAHMUT PASHA MOSQUE 1 Comissioned by Mahmut

Pasha, one of the grand viziers of
Fatih Sultan Mehmet period. The mosque, which is believed to be built in 1473, was heavily
repaired by Mimar Sinan almost a century later. The mosque, which was damaged in the
earthquake of 1752, became a ruin in the 1930s and was abandoned for many years. The
building, which was known to have been destroyed by 1942, was rebuilt in 2007. The building
has no decorations. The arches carrying porches in narthex have colored stone ornaments. The
altars on both sides of the main entrance door has cusped arches.
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
